MINUTES

AIRPORT COMMISSION
MARCH 25, 2009
The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Bert Stanley at 5:00 p.m.  Members present were Steve Whitcomb, Gene Beavers, Troy Caldwell, and Steve Brown.  Also present were Renee Eckerly, City Administrator; Ron Mergen, Public Works Director; Chuck DeWolf, Bolton & Menk, Inc.; Tim Mahoney, and Charlie Wanha. 
Motion was made by Caldwell to approve the minutes from the August 27, 2008 and January 28, 2009 Airport Commission meeting. Seconded by Stanley and unanimously carried.

AIRPORT ADS

The ads and costs were reviewed.  


Motion was made by Caldwell to purchase two quarter page ads in color at a total cost of $386.00 for both the Paynesville Guide and Lakes Area Guide.  Seconded by Brown and unanimously carried. 

TEE HANGAR

DeWolf presented the bid results and explained the deductions.  The apparent low bid was from Srock Construction at $432,772.00, if the deductions were accepted the low bid would be Structural Buildings at $417,434.00.  

DeWolf reviewed the options:

# 1 - being the interior wall, members all concurred that for the deduct amount of $20,000.00 the interior walls should be added for security for the pilots and consistency of the hangers. 
#2 - was the wood frame structure; Charlie Wanha from Structural Buildings was present and addressed the Commission on wood frame buildings. He explained that wood has only a 2-3 week lead time and could be constructed in a shorter time period.  This building will also meet the warranties of a metal building. He also noted several areas where he thought we could save money on the building including the overhang on the gable ends and to reduce the gauge thickness on the steel siding. 

After a discussion, 
Motion was made by Brown to accept the base bid from Srock Construction in the amount $432,772.00 with no deductions (reasons being security, longevity, and consistency) and recommend such to the City Council.  Seconded by Beavers and unanimously carried.

The hot air balloon demonstration scheduled for the Fly In has backed out; currently the only attraction is the Paynesville Radio Control Club.
