MINUTES

AIRPORT COMMISSION
MAY 27, 2009
The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Bert Stanley at 5:00 p.m.  Members present were Steve Whitcomb and Steve Brown.  Troy Caldwell and Gene Beavers were absent. Also present were Renee Eckerly, City Administrator; Ron Mergen, Public Works Director; and Chuck DeWolf, Bolton & Menk, Inc.
Motion was made by Brown to approve the minutes from the April 9, 2009 Airport Commission meeting. Seconded by Whitcomb and unanimously carried. 
REVIEW OF FUEL PRICES
The Commission reviewed all the local fuel prices which ranged from $2.91 to over $5.00 per gallon.  PEX is currently at $3.00 per gallon.  It was noted that some of the data was from December of 2007 so it may not be accurate. The Commission also discussed the policy of $.31 cents over cost; members felt this amount should not be changed.

2009 FLY-IN BREAKFAST & AIR SHOW

The Commission discussed the progress of the event; Brown indicated he would contact the Highway Patrol to see if they would fly in their chopper.

TEE HANGAR

The grant agreement was distributed at the meeting.  DeWolf noted that this is the Agreement that the City has been waiting for in order to proceed with the contracts. It was questioned what the schedule and completion date would be.  DeWolf thought the completion date would be in October, but would know more once the contracts are signed. 
Motion was made by Whitcomb to approve the grant agreement with the FAA in the amount of $347,000.00 and recommend such to the City Council.  Seconded by Brown and unanimously carried.
