MINUTES

AIRPORT COMMISSION
SEPTEMBER 23, 2009
Bert Stanley called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. Members present were Steve Brown and Troy Caldwell.  Gene Beavers and Renee Eckerly and Steve Whitcomb were absent. Also present were Ron Mergen, Public Works Director; Tim Mahoney, and Chuck DeWolf, Bolton & Menk, Inc.
Motion was made by Brown to approve the minutes from the August 25, 2009 Airport Commission meeting.  Seconded by Caldwell and unanimously carried. 

CIP
DeWolf presented the CIP and noted staff had met with MnDOT Aeronautics.  The Commission discussed that in 2010 the City will complete the hanger and look at an airport beacon.  In 2011 the plans are to update the airport zoning ordinance and complete a slurry. Other projects listed for 2012 and beyond are a parallel taxi way, land acquisition for hangars, cross wind runway, and water and sewer extensions.  Members wanted to add in another hanger in 2015 and move the water and sewer extension back to 2018. After a short discussion, 

Motion was made by Caldwell to approve the CIP with the noted changes and recommend such to the City Council.  Seconded by Brown and unanimously carried. 

MEETING DATES

Motion was made by Brown to change the meeting dates to November 23, 2009 and December 28, 2009.  Seconded by Caldwell and unanimously carried. 

NEW TENANT LIST

Members reviewed the tee hangar contract list for the new units being constructed.  After a short discussion, 

Motion was made by Brown to approve and sign the contracts with the people on the list and recommend such to the City Council.  Seconded by Caldwell and unanimously carried. 

FLY IN & BREAKFAST

Mergen reported that the Council has not made a decision on if they will fund a future Fly In.  The Council is proposing a 12 day furlough for all employees so staff time will be limited.

2009 TEE HANGAR

DeWolf reported that the concrete and paving are complete and the building is scheduled for late October; with a new completion date of late November. DeWolf is working with the contractor on an extension of the contract.  It was questioned if the City has a penalty clause for the delay.  DeWolf said yes. 

ALP
A map of the proposed ALP was presented noting the change MnDOT has recommended to reduce the crosswind runway to 2,350 feet and move it south to avoid environmental impacts along the river. It was also recommended to move some of the hangar tie downs. After a short discussion, 

Motion was made by Caldwell to approve the plan, forward it to the FAA, and recommend such to the City Council.  Seconded by Brown and unanimously carried.
