SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL MEETING – WORKING SESSION
JUNE 3, 2014

LIQUOR STORE PROPOSAL 

Thompson explained that there was some initial discussions on a condominium idea, owning own building, and swapping land for a building. 

Eckerly reviewed minutes from previous meetings regarding land prices and assessments. There was some discussion on the location for a liquor store and land prices. It was questioned if Teals had any extra space for lease. Not at this time. Eckerly asked what does the Council want to do. Thompson outlined the options:
· Stay at current location – with current issues of no dock, space, etc. 

· Expand at Teals

· Do something with Derichs Properties

· Build own 
There was some discussion on moving to an entirely different location near downtown or to another vacant building in town. 

Condominium results:

· No lease payments

· No lease rules
· No property taxes

· Don’t have to pay for the land
· Common area/wall

Move to a building elsewhere in town:

· Buy property
· Remodel

· May not be a better location

· Visibility 
· Signage

The condominium idea was further discussed.
